You need to get your inspection done and pay the inspection
station their fee within 90 days of registration (that goes to the
last day of the respective month due), We cannot accept bills
larger than $20 so please go to the bank before coming to
register your vehicle. We do accept credit and debit cards but
there is a 3% convenience fee. Be sure to have your driver’s
license available, your insurance card, and inspection. We
cannot renew a vehicle that is not in your name without a letter
of permission from the owner of the vehicle!!! You must live of
own property in Irion County to register vehicles here.

Finally, please let us know if you received a citation before
renewing an expired registration and there will be an extra fee.

WE ISSUE HUNTING AND FISHING LICENSES
You may purchase hunting and fishing licenses at the Irion County Tax Assessor-
Collector’s Office. You do not have to be a resident of Irion County to buy your
license here! The county retains 5% of each transaction so you help our county by
registering at the tax assessor-collector’s office.
