5.2. Item 9003-2024 Cattleguard Sills. Each Cattleguard Sill Sets (pay item) is composed of 2-10 foot pieces
and 2-20 foot pieces

6. PAYMENT

6.1. Item 9003-2023 Cattleguards. The work performed, materials furnished, equipment, tools, and
incidentals will be paid for by each cattleguard upon delivery to the Howard County Road & Bridge Yard
located at 3604 Old Colorado City Road (32°18'37.48"N, 101°26'19.22"W). Material on hand is allowable on a
monthly basis. Material invoices must be submitted to the Road & Bridge Engineer’s office and will be verified
by Road & Bridge Inspectors. Monthly progress payments for work on cattleguards up to 90% is allowable.
Invoices must be submitted to the Road & Bridge Engineer’s office prior to the end of the month.

6.2. Item 9003-2024 Cattleguard Sills. The work performed, materials furnished, equipment, tools, and

incidentals will be paid for by each cattleguard set upon delivery to the Howard County Road & Bridge Yard
located at 3604 Old Colorado City Road (32°18'37.48"N, 101°26'19.22"W) with a passing strength test.
Material on hand is allowable on a monthly basis. Material invoices must be submitted to the Road & Bridge
Engineer’s office and will be verified by Road & Bridge Inspectors. Monthly progress payments for work on
cattleguards up to 90% is allowable. Invoices must be submitted to the Road & Bridge Engineer’s office prior to
the end of the month.



EXHIBIT A

Contractor shall, at all times during the term hereof, maintain such insurance coverage as
may be required by County. All such insurance, including renewals, shall be subject to
the approval of County for adequacy of protection and evidence of such coverage shall
be furnished to County on Certificates of Insurance indicating such insurance to be in
force and effect and providing that it will not be canceled during the performance of
Work under this Agreement without thirty (3 0) calendar days prior written notice to
County. Completed Certificates of Insurance shall be filed with County prior to the
performance of services hereunder, provided however, that Contractor shall at

any time upon request, file duplicate copies of the policies of such insurance with
County.

If in the judgment of County, prevailing conditions warrant the provision by
Contractor of additional liability insurance coverage or coverage which is different in
kind, County reserves the right to require the provision by Contractor of an amount of
coverage different fromthe amounts orkind previouslyrequired and shall afford written
notice of such change in requirements thirty (30) days prior to the date on which the
requirements shall take effect. Should the Contractor fail or refuse to satisfy the
requirement of changed coverage within thirty (3 0) days following County's written
notice, this Agreement shall be considered terminated on the date that the required
change in policy coverage would otherwise take effect.

General Conditions

The following condition shall apply to all insurance policies obtained by Contractor for
the purpose of complying with this Agreement:

1)Named Insureds: All insurance policies required herein shall be drawn in the name
of Contractor, with County, its council members, board and commission
members, officials, agents, guests, invitees, consultants and employees named as
additional insureds, except on Workers' Compensation coverage.

2) Waiver of Subrogation: Contractor shall require its insurance carrier(s), with
respect to all insurance policies, to waive all rights of subrogation against County,
its council members, board and commission members, officials, agents, guests,
invitees, consultants and employees.

3) Certificates of Insurance: At or before the time of execution of this Agreement,

Contractor shall furnish County's Risk Manager with certificates of insurance as
evidencethatallofthepoliciesrequired hereinarein full force and effectandprovide
therequired coverage and limits ofinsurance. All certificates ofinsurance shall
clearly state thatall applicable requirements have been satisfied. The certificates
shallprovide thatany company issuing an insurance policy shallprovide to County
not lessthanthirty (30)daysadvancenotice inwriting of cancellation, non-renewal,
or material change inthepolicy ofinsurance. Inaddition, Contractorand insurance
company shall immediatelyprovide writtennoticeto County'sRisk Manager
uponreceiptof noticeofcancellationofanyinsurancepolicy,orofadecisionto
terminate oralteranyinsurancepolicy. Certificatesofinsuranceandnotices of
cancellations, terminations, oralterations shall be furnished to:

County Engineer at 3604 Old Colorado CityRd, Big Spring Texas 79720.

4) Contractor's Liability: The procurement of such policy of insurance shall not be
construedtobealimitationupon Contractor's liability orasa fullperformance onits
partofthe indemnification provisions of this Agreement. Contractor's obligations
are, notwithstanding any policy of insurance, forthe full and total amount 6f any
damage, injury, or loss caused by or attributable to itsactivities conducted atorupon
thepremises. Failure of Contractorto maintain adequate coverage shallnotrelieve
Contractor ofany contractual responsibility or obligation.

5) Subcontractors’ Insurance: Contractor shall cause each Subcontractor and Sub-
Sub-Contractor of Contractor to purchase and maintain insurance ofthe
types and inthe amounts specified below. Contractor shall require
Subcontractors and Sub- Subcontractorsto furnish copies of certificates of
insurance tothe County Engineer evidencing coverage foreach Subcontractor
and Sub-Subcontractor.

Types And Amounts Of Insurance Required

Contractor shall obtain and continuously maintain in effect at all times during the term
hereof, at Contractor's sole expense, insurance coverage as follows with limits not less than
those set forth below:

1) Commercial General Liability: This policy shall be occurrence-type policy and shall
protect Contractor and additional insureds against all claims arising from bodily
injury, sickness, disease or death of any person (other than Contractor's employees)
and damage to property of County or others arising out of the act or omission of
Contractor or its agents and employees. This policy shall include completed
operations, products liability, contractual coverage, broad form property coverage,
explosion, collapse, underground, premises/operations, and independent contractors
(to remain in force for two years after final payment). Coverage limits shall not be
less than:

$1,000,000.00 General Aggregate
$1,000,000.00 Products Completed Operations
$1,000,000.00 Personal & Advertising Injury
$1,000,000.00 Each Occurrence

$ 100,000.00 Fire Damage (Any one Fire)

2) Business Automobile Liability: This policy shall protect Contractor and the
additional insureds against all claims for injuries to members of the public and
damage to property of others arising from the use of motor vehicles and shall cover
operation on and off the premises of all motor vehicles licensed for highway
use, whether they are owned, non-owned or hired. Coverage limits shall not be
less than:

$1,000,000.00 Combined Single Limit

3) Workers' Compensation and Employer's Liability: If Contractor hires any
employees, Contractor shall maintain Workers' Compensation and Employer's
Liability insurance, which shall protect Contractor against all claims under
applicable state workers' compensation laws and employer's liability. The insured
shall also be protected against claim for injury, disease or death of employees
which for any reason, may not fall within the provisions of a workers'
compensation law. Coverage shallnot be less than:
