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NOTICE OF PUBLIC HEARINGS ON PROPOSED REVISIONS TO 30 TAC
CHAPTER 112 AND TO THE STATE IMPLEMENTATION PLAN

The Texas Commission on Environmental Quality (commission) will conduct public hearings to
receive testimony regarding proposed revisions to 30 Texas Administrative Code (TAC) Chapter
112, Control of Air Pollution from Sulfur Compounds, and three corresponding revisions to the
state implementation plan (SIP) under the requirements of Texas Health and Safety Code,
§382.017; Texas Government Code, Chapter 2001, Subchapter B; and 40 Code of Federal
Regulations §51.102 of the United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) concerning
SIPs.

The proposed 30 TAC Chapter 112 rules (Project Number 2021-035-112-Al) would set
requirements for controlling SO, emissions, including monitoring, testing, recordkeeping, and
reporting for emissions sources identified in the 2010 Sulfur Dioxide (SO.) nonattainment areas
located in Howard, Hutchinson, and Navarro Counties. Each of the three proposed SIP revisions
provides an attainment demonstration and other required SIP elements for the applicable SO,
nonattainment area: Howard County (Project Number 2021-010-SIP-NR); Hutchinson County
(Project Number 2021-011-SIP-NR); and Navarro County (Project Number 2021-012-SIP-NR).

The commission will offer three public hearings on these proposals. The first hearing will be
offered in Big Spring on May 18, 2022 at 6:00 p.m. CDT in the Ballroom at Dora Roberts
Community Center located at 100 Whipkey Drive. The second hearing will be offered in Borger
on May 19, 2022 at 6:00 p.m. CDT in the City Council Room at Borger City Hall located at 600 N.
Main St. The third hearing will be offered in Corsicana on May 23, 2022 at 6:00 p.m. CDT in the
Cook Education Center at Navarro College located at 3100 West Collin Street. The hearings are
structured for the receipt of oral or written comments by interested persons. Individuals may
present oral statements when called upon in order of registration. Open discussion will not be
permitted during the hearing; however, commission staff members will be available to discuss
the proposal 30 minutes prior to the hearing.

The hearing will be conducted in English. Language interpretation services may be requested.

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NOTIFICACION DE AUDIENCIAS PUBLICAS SOBRE LAS REVISIONES PROPUESTAS A 30 TAC
CAPITULO 112 Y AL PLAN DE IMPLEMENTACION DEL ESTADO

La Comision de Calidad Ambiental de Texas (comision) llevara a cabo audiencias putblicas para
recibir testimonios sobre las revisiones propuestas al Capitulo 112 del Codigo Administrativo
de Texas (TAC) 30, Control de la contaminacion del aire por compuestos de azufre, y tres
revisiones correspondientes al plan de implementacion del estado (SIP, por sus siglas en inglés)
bajo los requisitos del Codigo de Salud y Seguridad de Texas, §382.017; Codigo de Gobierno de
Texas, Capitulo 2001, Subcapitulo B; y 40 Codigo de Regulaciones Federales §51.102 de la
Agencia de Proteccion Ambiental de los Estados Unidos (EPA, por sus siglas en inglés) con
respecto a los SIP.

Las reglas propuestas del Capitulo 112 de 30 TAC (Numero de proyecto 2021-035-112-Al)
establecerian requisitos para controlar las emisiones de SO2, incluido el monitoreo, las pruebas,
el mantenimiento de registros y la notificacién de las fuentes de emisiones identificadas en las
areas de incumplimiento de diéxido de azufre (SO2, por sus siglas en inglés) de 2010 ubicadas
en los condados de Howard, Hutchinson, y Navarro. Cada una de las tres revisiones propuestas
del SIP proporciona una demostracion de cumplimiento y otros elementos SIP requeridos para
el area de incumplimiento de SO2 aplicable: condado de Howard (Numero de proyecto 2021-
010-SIP-NR); condado de Hutchinson (Ntimero de proyecto 2021-011-SIP-NR); y el condado de
Navarro (niamero de proyecto 2021-012-SIP-NR).

La comision ofrecera tres audiencias publicas sobre estas propuestas. La primera audiencia se
ofrecera en Big Spring el 18 de mayo de 2022 a las 6:00 p.m. CDT en el Salon de Baile del Centro
Comunitario Dora Roberts ubicado en 100 Whipkey Drive. La segunda audiencia se ofrecera en
Borger el 19 de mayo de 2022 alas 6:00 p.m. CDT en la Sala del Consejo de la Ciudad de Borger
Ayuntamiento ubicado en 600 N. Main St. La tercera audiencia se ofrecera en Corsicana el 23 de
mayo de 2022 a las 6:00 p.m. CDT en el Centro de Educacién Cook en Navarro College ubicado
en 3100 West Collin Street. Las audiencias estan estructuradas para la recepcion de
comentarios orales o escritos por parte de las personas interesadas. La audiencia esta
estructurada para recibir comentarios verbales solamente. Sujetos pueden presentar
declaraciones verbales cuando se les solicite por orden de registro. No se permitira una
discusion abierta durante la audiencia; sin embargo, personal de la comision estara disponible
para discutir la propuesta 30 minutos previo a la audiencia.

La audiencia se llevara a cabo en inglés. Se pueden solicitar servicios de interpretacion de
idiomas.
